Driver alert: Full SR 520 bridge closure in just over a week: Nov. &, eastbound lanes close
after the Huskies game

Plan ahead to avoid delays around the SR 520 corridor on NwBen we willcompletely
closethe SR 520 floatig bridge and highway from Montlake Boulevard in Seattle403 in
Bellevue. Crews will close the westbound lanes starting at 10 p.m. Saturday, Nov. 5 and follow
with the eastbound lanes at midnight. The floating bridge will reopen by 5 a.m. Monday,. Nov.

By keeping SR 520 eastbound | anes open until
attending the 7:30 p.m. football game at Husky Stadium will have a chance to drive home
afterward.

During the closure, crews will set 24 m@ient concrete girders at Evergreen Point Road
Medina. Crews also will complete other tirsensitive construction activities and exg a
median work zone east of 84th Avenue Northeast. Westbound drivers will see a lane shift
Monday morning and the westbound HOV merge point will shift to the east.

Drivers are encouraged to use alternate routes and detour signs will be postedh&ound
corridor.

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Mon key Tree

No common Seattle tree is so odd and eye
catching as the Monkey Tree, also called
Monkey Puzzle, Monkeyail Tree, and
described in old literature as Chilean Pine

it was discovered in the 1600s by European
explorers. Until recent years, no scert
hemisphere tree of any species was more
planted in Seattle than this; it literally pops
up wild here now and then. It is native to
high snowy mountains of south Chile and
SW Argentina. Thriving in the mild Pacific
Northwest better than anywhere else in
North America, it is well knowr-and
sometimes hatedbecause of its distinctive
appearance. Cactlike when young, in age
itéds somber, notably dar
ludicrous. Ferociously sharp leaves arm
slender branches and earn it the appellation
MonkeyPuzzl& for to climb one is to risk
painful scratches. Still, raccoons and
squirrels sometimes attempt it. In 1834, at a
British dinner party, a -Marldey cDhiieae,dd thec axpe
puzzle a monkey to climb it. Its branchesbiny against power lines have caused fires.

It is cousin to the well known houseplant Norfolk Island Pine, and to theskeasitive Bunya
Bunya Pine of Australia. Its scientific nanfgaucaria araucana,is based on the name of the
Araucanos people of Auco, a province of Chile.

Some trees are male, others female; extremely few are bisexual. The cantaloupe sized round
female cones break up when mature in late summer or fall, releasing big edible seeds, tedious to
husk but worth the effort. They are (oeke) a staple crop, usually roasted, for the natives in

Chile and Argentina. If a male tree (cucumber shaped pollen cones) is not near enough to
pollinate the female, most of the seed husks will be hollow duds.

The species has been officially protecte@€mle since 1976. The tallest height on record there is

165 feet, and it can live 1,000 years. In England it has reached 95 feet so far, and in Seattle some
have reached 65 feet before being cut down. The one pictured, near Montlake School at 22nd &
Calhouwn, is 48 feet, and mostly male; some years it bears a few female cones. Myréeslof

Seattle 2nd edition (2006) supplies locations of 6 male and 8 female specimens, mostly 45 to 65
feet tall. If you are curious as to why our nearby Arboretum lacke lald specimens, it is

because a former director there disliked these trees. For the same reason, the tallest in Seattle, in
Ballard, was cut down in January 2010, disturbing many citizens and generating media coverage.

Seattle Parks moving forward on renovation of Montlake Playfield football/soccer field

Seattle Parks and Recreation is moving forward with renovations to the Montlake Playfield
football/soccer field thawill solve longterm problems with soggy, swampy ground and provide
a great space that will be available yeaund for community use.

The renovation, which includes replacement of the current surface with a synthetic turf surface
and the work that wiltreate the needed undersurface for the field, is made possible by a
generous donation from Ohno Construction. This surface will mean less daily and annual
maintenance and will make the field safe, playable, and available much more often for
community evets.

Parks held two public meetings at the Montlake Community Center on October 10 and 13 to
describe the proposed improvements to park neighbors and users.

Today the field is virtually unplayable. Tls#e was surrounded by "low, swampy ground
coveredwih swamp grass and rushes, 0 according to
low basin that is now the playfield was originally a peat bog.

Despite repeated filling over the years, the playfield has been only intermittently playable
because ofinevenpressures on the viscous peat below that cause upheavals in the playfield area
and shore lands. Field conditions continmieléteriorate and require seasonal renovation projects
every year, including reseeding of the entire field, removal of existinganafimporting

thousands of pounds of sand and sod.

The renovated field will Increase playable hours, promote safety with an even surface, reduce the
yearround and annual costs of field maintenance, reduce the expense of field preparation,
conserve wategnd reduce the use of fertilizer and soil amendments. There is no proposal for
lighted fields in the project.

This generous donation will keep the field playable for school and organized sportsfields and
available for community use for years to come. fthiefield has been expensive to maintain, out
of service for long periods every year because of the need for renovations, not hospitable to
competitive play, and not a good surface for community festivals and other events.
