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SR 520, I -5 to Medina: Bridge Replacement and HOV Project

WSDOT has established a SR 520 West Side Community Design Committee, which will 

develop the design goals and objectives working with Montlake and the other affected 

communities as part of the final design of the 520 corridor from the arboretum to I-5. As a 

member of this committee, I strongly urge the residents of  Montlake to attend the first public 

meeting  - see WSDOT announcement below. The agenda for the meeting and meetings in the 

future is to obtain the design input from the communities including Madison Park, the 

Arboretum, Montlake, Portage Bay, Roanoke and Capital Hill. WSDOT has made it very clear 

that the final design of the corridor will not be completed without the communities input and 

approval. For Montlake this input will include the design of the areas of East Montlake Park, 

Montlake Boulavard, West Montlake Park and the Montlake Park and Wetlands, and Bill 

Dawson Trail. Members of the community have selected to represent these areas in order to 

obtain neighborhood input to the design process. This involvement with WSDOT is the result of 

the diligent efforts of the community as part of the National Historic Preservation Act Section 

106, which applies to Montlake as being eligible for national registration. This status further 

provides for mitigation that will fund the design elements of the Montlake Community in the 

areas as outlined above.

Analysis and Lack of On Site Mitigation

What is the purpose of the Shoreline Master Program in Seattle? 

As stated in SMC 60.002 it is: 

1. Protect the ecosystems of the shoreline areas; 

2. Encourage water-dependent uses; 

3. Provide for maximum public use and enjoyment of the shorelines of the 

City; and 

4. Preserve, enhance and increase views of the water and access to the water. 

 What is the purpose for each of 5 shoreline environment area designations as stated  in 

SMC23.60.220 in the SR 520 impacted areas ?  

1. Conservancy Navigation (CN) Environment. 

The purpose of the CN Environment is to preserve open water for navigation, 

 

2. Conservancy Preservation (CP) Environment. 

 

The purpose of the CP Environment is to preserve, protect,restore, or enhance certain 

areas which are particularly biologically or geologically fragile and to encourage the 

enjoyment of those areas by the public. Protection of such areas is in the public interest. 

 

2. Conservancy Recreation (CR) Environment. 

 

The purpose of the CR shoreline environment is to protect areas for environmentally 

related purposes, such as public and private parks, 

aquaculture areas, residential piers, underwater recreational sites, fishing grounds, and 

migratory fish routes. While the natural environment is not maintained in a pure state, the 

activities to be carried on provided minimal adverse impact. The intent of the CR 

environment is to use the natural ecological system for production of food, for recreation, 

and to provide access by the public for recreational use of the shorelines. Maximum 

effort to preserve, enhance or restore the existing natural ecological, biological, or 

hydrological conditions shall be made in designing, developing, operating and 

maintaining recreational facilities. 

 

3. Conservancy Management (CM) Environment. 

 

The purpose of the CM shoreline environment is to conserve and manage areas for public 

purposes, recreational activities and fish migration routes. While the natural environment 

need not be maintained in a pure state, developments shall be designed to minimize 
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adverse impacts to natural beaches, migratory fish routes and the surrounding 

community. 

 

4. Urban Residential (UR) Environment(#6 in Seattle code list) 

 

The purpose of the UR environment is to protect residential area. 

What studies and mitigation plans has WSDOT completed? 

 Wetland studies and mitigation plans that only covers individually impacted wetlands 

and their buffers.  

 Aquatic Studies, and mitigation plans plus a Biological Assessment that covers water 

quality, habitat and impacts to ESA protected species that are salmonids. (Only 

reference to other species such as Bald Eagles, Herons and other birds considered 

sensitive species that have been determined with possible exception of Bald Eagles not 

to nest in project impacted areas.)  

 No anlaysis of how project meets the purpose of the Cityôs shoreline 

 No specific surface water quality study on existing conditions and project impacts 

throughout Portage Bay, Ship Canal or Union Bay.  Additionally, SMC 22.805.090 

B5b. that requires enhanced treatment for a fully controlled or partially controlled 

limited access highway with annual average daily traffic counts of 15,000 or more is 

only partially met.  

 No specific study on existing terrestrial and aquatic plant and animal habit conditions 

and project impacts throughout Portage Bay, Ship Canal or Union Bay. 

 No overall shoreline access or recreational use study on shoreline park areas and 

project impacts for West Montlake Playfield, West Montlake Park, East Montlake 

Park, Ship Canal park areas, Arboretum, Foster Island and public access street end 

areas. 

 

The FHWA required 4(f) EIS report also does not address these issues in any comprehensive 

fashion.  Four Environmental Tech Reports have been submitted for the Shoreline Permit for 

Portage Bay, the Montlake Cut Bridge, West Approach (Union Bay) and Lake Washington 

Floating Bridge Areas. These reports just repackage the same piece meal information 

developed for a variety of EIS discipline area reports and JARPA Federal and State permit 

submissions. This information  includes wetland and aquatic critical area studies plus the 

ESA related Biological Assessment. 

There has been no overall shoreline area data or analysis provided by WSDOT to determine 

the value of proposed off-site wetland and aquatic mitigation versus on-site mitigation. There 

is also no data or analysis provided concerning opportunities to enhance public access and 

recreational opportunities in the Shoreline Zone. 

What Wetland and Aquatic Critical Area Mitigation has WSDOT committed to on-site? 

 Replanting the trees and shrubs within their clearing limits along Portage and Union 

Bays,  

 Reestablishing  and enhancing wetlands at the WSDOT owned peninsula site in the 

Arboretum 
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What shoreline use access and recreational use mitigation has WSDOT committed to 

on-site?    

 Restoring the Marsh trail to Foster Island and the Montlake Cut south side trail 

from Montlake to East Montlake Park after construction. 

 Restoring Bill Dawson trail at Montlake Playfield after construction 

 Providing bike ramp connections to Lake Washington SR 520 Bridge in Arboretum. 

 Developing a park in an industrial area by removing a warehouse on the Ship Canal 

on Boat Street. This park serves the University District area that is not impacted by 

existing SR 520 highway or proposed SR 520 project expansion. It may conflict 

with the first City of Seattle shoreline goal to encourage water dependent uses to 

meet 6(f) construction impacts.  

 

What Wetland and Aquatic Critical Area Mitigation has WSDOT committed to off-site? 

 Extensive upland non-shoreline wetland mitigation for Portage Bay shoreline wetland 

Impacts at Magnuson Park  

 With the exception of the Arboretum ramp area, extensive upland non-shoreline 

wetland mitigation for Union Bay shoreline wetland impacts at UW landfill area.  

 Extensive Salmonid fish habitat restoration along shorelines at Magnuson Park, 

Seward Park in Seattle  

 Extensive Salmonid fish habitat restoration adjacent to river channels on Taylor 

Creek, Cedar River, Bear Creek outside of Seattle.  

 

What  Shoreline Program Elements has WSDOT committed to? 

 No analysis of how the SR 520 project expansion meets Seattleôs overall shoreline 

master program  

 No analysis of how the SR 520 project expansion meets each of the five affected 

individual environmental designations purpose and objectives  

 

The SR 520 impacted parts of Portage Bay, the Montlake Cut and Union Bay are a significant 

part of Seattleôs unique shoreline heritage.  They have five of the Shoreline designations found 

in the City of Seattle. However, these shorelines were not reviewed as overall entities but just as 

the location where an expanded highway corridor will impact wetland and aquatic critical areas. 

WSDOT needs to complete the overall analysis of its impact to these major interconnected 

shoreline areas.  If it did, it could properly consider the merit of funding the following listing of 

on- site mitigation opportunities:  

Community Proposed On-Site Wetland and Aquatic Mitigation for Impacts created by 

construction of widened bridge. The bridge widening  increases shading of Union and Portage 

Bays.  Shaded areas both prevent wetland/aquatic area plant growth and provide increased 

opportunities for predator fish salmonid predation. 
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Union Bay 

1.  Dredge sediments north and south of widened bridge to allow for improved fish passage 

and recreational boating use.  If sediments are contaminated they need to be removed or 

capped following legal requirements 

2.  Remove and then provide funding for ongoing control of invasive lily pads, milfoil  and 

other invasive plants. 

3.  Fully restore/enhance wetland, wetland buffer and adjacent upland shoreline zones  

impacted by construction activities. There are many shoreline wetland enhancement 

opportunities especially if there really are class #3 shoreline wetlands as documented in 

WSDOT wetland studies.  This includes the beaver influenced shoreline on the south 

side of Union Bay east of the Arboretum. This area will be significantly impacted by 

prolonged construction. The city has provided a bench and new decking for the dock at 

the 37
th
 Street End here residents have created a park called the Beaver Sanctuary. 

4. Replace removed shoreline habitat vegetation that includes large trees with more  mature 

trees - not just small saplings. 

5. Provide noise mitigation on bridge structures including sealant under expansion joints. 

6.  Expand proposed Mohai site constructed wetland that will provide enhanced treatment. 

The additional treatment area would replace a proposed Montlake Cut area bioswale that 

will provide for an inadequate level of basic treatment. 

Portage Bay 

1. Dredge accumulated sediment to restore deeper channel as appropriate for fish passage 

and recreational boating use. If sediments are contaminated, they need to be removed or 

capped following legal requirements.  

2. Remove and then provide funding for ongoing control of invasive lily pads, milfoil and 

other invasive plants 

3. Restore beaver influenced shoreline habitat to their current conditions after 

construction.  Fully restore/enhance wetland shoreline habitat impacted by SR 520 

highway construction along shoreline on east end of Montlake playfield and adjacent to 

west end of Mountlake Playfield in 15
th
 Avenue East/Everett Ave East right-of-way.  

Great enhancement opportunity if this shoreline wetland really is a class #3 wetland as 

documented in WSDOT wetland studies. 

4. Install constructed wetland (in place of proposed bioswale) to provide required 

enhanced water quality treatment under SR 520 at west side of Portage Bay.  

Constructed wetland will extend into Fuhrman property that includes small shoreline 

wetland that also should be expanded.   

5. Provide noise mitigation on bridge structure including sealant under expansion joints. 

6. Replace removed shoreline habitat vegetation that includes large trees with more 

mature trees not just small saplings. 

Community Proposed Shoreline Zone Recreational Use Mitigation for both Permanent and 

Construction Impacts.  Mitigation proposals will enhance shoreline recreational access and create 

a trail linking impacted communities from Roanoke Park-Delmar lid to Foster Island and 

possibly connecting with a path way to Madison Park. 
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Union Bay 

1. Redevelop parking area and adjacent undeveloped space at East Montlake Park site 

adjacent to existing Mohai museum site as shoreline park.  Park should be developed 

using a Community approved park plan. 

2. Design constructed stormwater pond at Mohai Museum site to include buffer plantings 

and other features that are harmonious with shoreline and adjacent park area.  

3. Provide kayak launch, fishing, wildlife observation recreational opportunities at East 

Montlake Park, Foster Island and in or near Arboretum peninsula area. 

4. Connect shoreline areas with shoreline trail that will also connect Union Bay with 

Montlake Cut pathways and Montlake Playfield shoreline. 

5. Improve Yesler Slough trail providing bird watching vista overlooks and benches.  

6. WSDOT proposed post construction replacement of existing marsh trail and Arboretum 

access to Foster Island. 

7.  If possible, complete trail link adjacent to Broadmore property linking Madison Park 

with Arboretum area.  

Montlake Cut 

 1.  Provide missing link stairway/pathway connections along north 

and south shore    of Montlake Cut ship canal.  

 2.  If possible, provide connection between West Montlake Park and Bill Dawson   trail.  

 3.  Provide noise wall or other mitigation if possible at bridge approaches for trail   

users and adjacent residences 

Portage Bay 

1.  Extend existing pathway along Montlake Playfield shoreline area connecting  Everett 

Avenue on west with Bill Dawson Trail on east. This will include a short boardwalk 

along water/marshland edge in 15
th
 Ave East right-of-way (ROW). 

2.  Provide noise walls shielding NE Corner of Montlake Playfield recreational area from 

adjacent highway expansion construction noise. 

3.  Develop upland area of Frolund property as park area. Street crosswalk should be 

provided to both Seattle Prep proposed walkway and WSDOT proposed 

walkway/stairway on Roanoke Street R.O.W. Walkways will be on both sides of SR 520 

and will  provide links to Delmar lid and Roanoke Park.   

 Provide kayak launch, fishing, wildlife observation recreational opportunities at West 

Montlake Park, Frolund property and Everett street-end.
